APPLICANT CONTENDS THAT: 

As a evacuee, his advanced pay should be forgiven. 
Many took an advance later received a waiver of one 
month’s basic pay and did not have to repay the advance. This did 
not happen to him. He was first told his request for a debt 
waiver was approved; in actuality, he is repaying the debt 
because he happened to take the advance too late.

Applicant reviewed the evaluation and provided a response, 
indicating that he has repeatedly tried to rectify this problem 
through DFAS. He should not be penalized because he was able to 
"hold out" for an additional 35 days before taking the advance.

The criteria used in determining eligibility for waiver of 
the advance pay is the member had to have been stationed in the 
area during the June time frame, and he had to have received an 
advance between June 1 and December 31, 1991.
