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HEARING DESIRED: No

Applicant requests his DD Form 214 reflect the dates and places of his overseas duty and the correct amount of excess leave.   Applicant's submission is at Exhibit A.

Applicant's military personnel records were destroyed by fire in 1973. All that is available is the DD Form 214 provided by the applicant. Therefore, the facts surrounding his service in and separation from the Air Force cannot be verified. The appropriate offices of responsibility evaluated applicant's requests and provided advisory opinions to the Board recommending the application be denied (Exhibit B).  The advisory opinions were forwarded to the applicant for review and response (Exhibit C). As of this date, no response has been received by this office.

After careful consideration of applicant's request, we note that there are no records to review and applicant has not provided documentation substantiating his claims. The facts and opinions stated in the advisory opinions appear to be based on the available evidence of record and have not been rebutted by applicant. Based on the presumption of regularity in the conduct of government affairs and without evidence to the contrary, we must assume that the applicant was not denied rights to which entitled, appropriate regulations were followed, and appropriate standards were applied. Therefore, we find no basis to disturb the existing record.

Accordingly, applicant's request is denied.

The Board staff is directed to inform applicant of this decision.  Applicant should also be informed that this decision is final and will only be reconsidered upon the presentation of new relevant evidence which was not reasonably available at the time the application was filed.
