Provided she accepts the offer to return to active duty as a member of the Regular Air Force within 60 days, the pertinent military records of the Department of the Air Force relating to APPLICANT, be corrected to show that:



a.  She was not released from active duty on 27 June 1999 and transferred to the Air Force Reserve, but, effective 27 June 1999, she was honorably discharged and reenlisted in the Regular Air Force on 28 June 1999 for a period of four (4) years; and, at the time of her reenlistment on 28 June 1999, she was entitled to a zone A, multiple two Selective Reenlistment Bonus (SRB) with no obligated service.



b.  On 27 June 1999, she was ordered permanent change of station (PCS) to her home of record/home of selection pending further orders.
