Applicant reviewed the advisory opinion and furnished a response which is attached at Exhibit E.

THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

1.  The applicant has exhausted all remedies provided by existing law or regulations.

2.  The application was not timely filed; however, it is in the interest of justice to excuse the failure to timely file.

3.  Sufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of probable injustice.  While the applicant has failed to submit sufficient evidence showing he was promoted to the grade of captain, we do note that the applicant was recommended for promotion to the grade of captain based on his outstanding leadership, paramount devotion to duty, and his achievements as a first lieutenant.  We further note that the applicant was a highly decorated navigator of World War II, to include the Distinguished Flying Cross and Air Medal with nine oak leaf clusters, with over 52 missions to his credit.  Therefore, in recognition of the applicant’s heroic service to his country, and in the interest of justice, we are inclined to grant the applicant’s request.  Accordingly, we recommend that the applicant’s records be corrected as indicated below.

The pertinent military records of the Department of the Air Force relating to APPLICANT, be corrected to show that he was promoted to the grade of captain, Officers’ Reserve Corps, Army of the United States (Air Corps), effective 17 Aug 45, and that, on 18 Aug 45, he was relieved from active duty in the grade of captain rather than first lieutenant.
