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Applicant requests that he be awarded the Purple Heart Medal for an incident in the summer of 1969, in Bien Hoa, Vietnam, during a rocket attack.  Applicant's submission is at Exhibit A.

Attempts to obtain the applicant’s service medical records have been unsuccessful.  Therefore, we cannot verify the applicant’s assertions that he was wounded in the summer of 1969.

After careful consideration of applicant's request, we found insufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of probable error or injustice.  Based upon the presumption of regularity in the conduct of governmental affairs and without evidence to the contrary, we must assume that the applicant's records are accurate and in compliance with appropriate directives.  Therefore, we find no basis upon which to favorably consider this application.

Accordingly, applicant's request is denied.

The Board staff is directed to inform applicant of this decision.  Applicant should also be informed that this decision is final and will only be reconsidered upon the presentation of new relevant evidence which was not available at the time the application was filed.

Members of the Board, Mr. John L. Robuck, Mr. Laurence M Groner, and Mr.Philip Sheuerman, considered this application on 6 December 2001 in accordance with the provisions of Air Force Instruction 36-2603 and the governing statute, 10 U.S.C. 1552.
