        (1),(2),(3),(4),(5),(6)  The issues are rejected.  The applicant’s discharge was appropriate because the quality of service determination was consistent with the Army’s standards for acceptable personal conduct and performance of duty by military personnel.  The applicant provided no independent corroborating evidence demonstrating that either the command’s action was erroneous or that the applicant’s service mitigated the misconduct or poor duty performance.  The Board, being convinced that the reason for discharge and the characterization of service were both proper and equitable, voted to deny relief.      





        (7)  The issue is rejected.  The Board found no evidence of arbitrary or capricious actions by the command.  The Board was satisfied that all requirements of law and regulation were met and the rights of the applicant were fully protected throughout the separation process.  





        (8)  The issue is rejected.  The Army Discharge Review Board acknowledged the applicant’s successful transition to civilian life since departing the Army.   However, in review of the applicant’s entire service record, the Board did not grant relief solely for the purpose of gaining employment or enhancing employment opportunities.  Accordingly, the Board voted to deny relief.
