APPLICANT REQUESTS THAT:

His active duty service commitment (ADSC) be changed from six years to three years.  


APPLICANT CONTENDS THAT:

His initial agreement was for a three-year ADSC rather than a     six-year ADSC. 

The applicant’s complete submission, with attachments, is at Exhibit A.


STATEMENT OF FACTS:

The applicant served on active duty in the grade of captain during the time of the matter under review. 

On 13 Oct 11, the applicant signed an AF Form 63, Active Duty Service Commitment (ADSC) Acknowledgement Statement, voluntarily incurring a six-year ADSC for attending Remotely Piloted Aircraft (RPA) training. 

The remaining relevant facts pertaining to this application are contained in the memorandum prepared by the Air Force office of primary responsibility (OPR), which is attached at Exhibit C.    


AIR FORCE EVALUATION:

AFPC/DP2LT recommends denial indicating there is no evidence of an error or an injustice.  On 21 Sep 11, the applicant graduated from course UP3AA Unmanned Aircraft System (UAS) Instrument Qualification and was awarded his aeronautical rating.  On 27 Dec 10, the applicant agreed to a three-year ADSC for the course.  On 13 Oct 11, while the applicant was attending the Undergraduate Remotely Piloted Aircraft Training (URT) course, he was notified he would incur a six-year ADSC due to a correction audit.  The member had the option of withdrawing from the class prior to committing to the six-year ADSC.  The applicant agreed to the additional ADSC prior to graduating from the course.  The applicant completed the training and funds were expended.  Therefore, regardless of the initial ADSC agreed upon, the six-year ADSC is the correct ADSC for RPA.

Recommend denial.  The correct ADSC in effect for the UP3AA UAS Instrument Qualification course is six years.  The applicant’s ADSC was correctly updated.  

A complete copy of the AFPC/DP2LT evaluation is at Exhibit C.


APPLICANT'S REVIEW OF AIR FORCE EVALUATION:

A copy of the Air Force evaluation was forwarded to the applicant on 7 Dec 16 for review and comment within 30 days (Exhibit D).  As of this date, no response has been received by this office.


THE BOARD CONCLUDES THAT:

1.  The applicant has exhausted all remedies provided by existing law or regulations.

2.  The application was timely filed.

3.  Insufficient relevant evidence has been presented to demonstrate the existence of an error or injustice.  We took notice of the applicant’s complete submission in judging the merits of the case; however, we agree with the opinion and recommendation of AFPC/DP2LT and adopt its rationale as the basis for our conclusion the applicant has not been the victim of an error of injustice.  Therefore, in the absence of evidence to the contrary, we find no basis to recommend granting the requested relief.


THE BOARD DETERMINES THAT:

The applicant be notified the evidence presented did not demonstrate the existence of material error or injustice; the application was denied without a personal appearance; and the application will only be reconsidered upon the submission of newly discovered relevant evidence not considered with this application.
