CONSIDERATION OF ADDITIONAL EVIDENCE:
13.  On 6 August 2003 new information was received from the applicant in regard to the decision of the Army Board for Correction of Military Records (ABCMR) in Docket Number AR2002076094, dated 13 February 2003.

14.  The evidence submitted consists of a statement by the applicant that his civil charge for vandalism was dismissed in settlement on 30 March 1993 and not in 2002 as the Board concluded in its original deliberations.  He submitted a copy of the court action in support of his statement.

ADDITIONAL DISCUSSION AND CONCLUSIONS: 

6.  At the time of the decision of the ABCMR in Docket Number AR2002076094, dated 13 February 2003, it was the intent of the ABCMR to make the applicant’s record as administratively correct as it should properly have been at the time.

7.  The ABCMR's decision in Docket Number AR2002076094, erroneously concluded that the applicant’s civil charge was dismissed in 2002 when in actuality it was dismissed on 30 March 1993 as the applicant indicated.  The 2002 date was the date the state expunged his record.
